GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

A diploma will be awarded to high school students in Sheridan County School District #1 provided they earn the number of required high school credits and demonstrate proficiency on the state content standards.  A student who completes all of the requirements for a comprehensive or advanced endorsement as listed in IKF will be afforded the opportunity to learn all of the content standards, earn the appropriate number of credits, and meet course requirement for various levels of the Hathaway Scholarship.  

A student must successfully earn the following credits:

· 4 total credits of English including English I*, English II*, English III* and one additional English credit.
· 3 total credits of math including Algebra I* (or Algebra IA* and IB*), Geometry* (or Applied Geometry*) and if necessary one additional math credit.
· 3 total credits of science including Physics I* (or Physics IA* and IB*), Biology* (or Biology IA* and IB*) and if necessary one additional science credit
· 3 total credits of social studies including United States History*, United States Government* and one additional social studies credit
· 1 credit of Physical Education I*

· 1 credit of Wellness*

· 1 credit of Foreign Language I* 
· Students who wish to earn a general endorsement will not be required to earn a Foreign Language credit while those who wish to earn a comprehensive or advanced endorsement will be required to earn 1 credit in Foreign Language.   

· 1 credit of Fine Arts (Band*, Choir*, Art I* or Clay Arts*)
· Students who wish to earn a general endorsement will not be required to earn a Fine Arts credit while those who wish to earn a comprehensive or advanced endorsement will be required to earn 1 credit in Fine Arts.
· 1 credit of Vocational (Life Skills*, Accounting I*, Wood Tech*, Foods*)

· Students who wish to earn a general endorsement will not be required to earn a vocational credit while those who wish to earn a comprehensive or advanced endorsement will be required to earn 1 credit in Vocational courses.

· Additional elective credits to total 24 credits.

A student must demonstrate proficiency in 5 of 9 of the Content Standards prescribed by the State Board of Education based on the common core of knowledge and skills.  Proficiency in Sheridan County School District #1 is based on student performance on common assessments given in indicator courses (those courses marked with an *).
Students who are on Individualized Education Plans (IEP) who meet their IEP goals and earn the required number of credits but do not demonstrate proficiency may be awarded a Certificate of Completion.
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
